Standards Club

Report on Standards Club Activity
23" and 24™ August 2022

Two day standards club activity was organized by the standards club of Government Science College,
Vankal in order to sensitize students towards the purpose of standards club and seek their active
participation in clubs activities. The event was coordinated by Dr. Anil Kumar Singh, mentor,
standards club of GSC Vankal and Mr. Nitin Doriya, promotion officer, SUBO of BIS under the
guidance and mentorship of Mr. S.K Singh, Head, SUBO Surat and Dr. Parthiv K. Chaudhari,
Principal, GSC Vankal.

On 23" of August 2022, student sensitization seminar was delivered by Dr. Anil Kumar Singh, the
mentor of the standards club. He also talked about the history of Bureau of Indian standards, its
objectives, organization, core activities and functioning.

Dr. Singh also discussed about the standards club, its purpose.

He explained to students about what standards mean and their importance. Giving relevant examples
Dr Singh highlighted the importance of knowing about standards and buying only BIS certified
products. He also explained how standards are prepared for different products and the people involved
in framing standards. Taking example of Indian Standard for School Bags, he explained format of an
Indian Standard, what points one should include while writing standard for a product. He also
informed students that the next day a Standards Writing Competition will be organized and students
will be asked to frame standards for given products. Students exhibited keen interest in the
methodology of writing standards. They asked many question which were partly answered by Dr.
Singh and for unanswered questions students were told to take up those questions to experts from BIS
who were supposed to come on the next day.

Later in the afternoon a quiz question on “How much you know about standards” was organized in
which students actively participated and refreshed their knowledge about standards that they had
gained in the morning from Dr. Singh’s lecture.

Total 213 students from various disciplines had participated in the event on first day.

Next day i.e. 24" August 2022, Standards Writing Competition was organized for the students.
Students were asked to write about Standards for given products. Before Standards Writing

Competition, Mr. Ishan Trivedi, Scientist C, Bureau of Indian Standards Surat Branch, gave a brief




talk about the theme of the competition and resolved the unanswered question of previous day. He
interacted with students and answered their queries regarding standard writing. Total 200 students
participated in the event, but 35 students took part in standard writing competition. The competition
was judged by Mr. Nitin Doriya, promotion officer, SUBO and winners of the competition were given

cash prizes.

At the end vote of thanks was proposed by Dr. Dharmesh Mahajan, HoD of Chemistry department of

Government Science College, Vankal.
